Today the contest is still en-
acted in the main squares of 
the town where teams in car-
riages (symbolizing the ty-
rant’s guards) battle against 
the orange thrower teams on 
foot (the rebellious common-
ers) which consist of hun-
dreds of throwers.  Anybody 
can take part by enlisting in 
one of the nine teams on foot 
or becoming a member of a 
carriage crew.  

The orange throwing has its 
roots in the middle of the 
XIXth century. Earlier in the 
middle ages, beans were used 
in this battle. We are told 
that twice a year the feudal 
lord gave a pot of beans to 
the poor families who, out of 
disrespect, threw them into 
the streets.  

Around the 1930’s, girls 
started to throw some     
oranges from their balconies 

onto the passing parade  
carriages. The targets of 
these were the boys by whom 
the girls wanted to be     
noticed.  

From the carriages the boys 
started to answer back in 
kind and little by little, the 
gesture of homage became 
first a duel and then a real 
fight between the throwers 
on the balconies and those 
in the streets.

Heavenly Chocolate Truffle Delight  
150g dark chocolate, 70% cocoa solids, broken in pieces  
150g Butter                                                                              
1 tbsp Brandy 
1 tsp vanilla extract 
120g vanilla sugar 
30g Flour, sifted 
3 Eggs, separated, yolks lightly beaten 
For decoration: 300ml double cream, whipped & 3 tbsp Grated chocolate  

1. Preheat the oven to 200°C.  
2. Melt the chocolate in a double boiler, or a bowl set over a saucepan of    
simmering water.  
3. Add the butter and stir until liquid. Add the brandy and vanilla ex-
tract, then the vanilla sugar. Keep stirring until the mixture has lost its 
grainy      consistency.  
4. Pour the mixture into a large bowl. Fold in the sifted flour and the 
three beaten egg yolks.  
5. Whisk the egg whites until stiff. Using a metal spoon, fold into the 
chocolate mixture a spoonful at a time.  
6. Pour the mixture into an ovenproof dish. Place in a roasting pan and 
add enough hot water to come halfway up the sides of the dish.  
7. Place in the oven and bake for 10 minutes. Reduce the heat to 180°C 
and bake for a further 30 minutes.  
8. Remove from the oven and leave in the dish to cool.  
Serve with a glass of bubbly and you'll have them begging for more!
